During the hearing, Sh. P. M. Sood submits that though the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India has given a judgment on 29.01.2014, directing the Land Acquisition Collector of Government of Punjab to work out compensation in lieu of land acquired in Ludhiana so that the compensation could be paid to the owners of those pieces of land, which has been acquired.

Sh. P. M. Sood, also submits that Hon’ble Supreme Court of India has given a 

direction that this exercise must be completed within three months of the receipt of this order so that  compensation could be paid to the owners of those pieces of land, which has been acquired. by Special Land Acquisition Collector. 

Sh. P. M. Sood, also submits that penal action should be taken against the 

respondent-PIO concerned for delaying in supplying the requisite information.

After examining the documents placed on record, it is found that Sh. Varinder Pal 

Singh Bajwa, Special Land Acquisition Collector, Jalandhar has sent a reply vide letter no. 320 dated 05.12.2014 stating that “ only such information is required to be supplied under the RTI Act which already exists and held by the public authority or held under the control of the public

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authority. The PIO is not supposed to create information ; or to interpret information ; or to solve the problems raised by the application ; or to furnish replies to hypothetical questions.” It is taken on record.

Sh. Rajpal Singh, Naib Tehsildar, who appeared on behalf of the respondent in 

today’s hearing, submits that the compensation, which is to be paid to the owners of the land in lieu of the land acquired, is to be worked out by Special Land Acquisition Collector, Jalandhar and it has not been done so far and hence the information as per queries raised by the complainant
 could not be supplied to him.



After examining the documents placed on record and hearing the parties 

concerned, I am of the considered view that Special Land Acquisition Collector, Jalandhar, seems to have shown scant respect for the order of the Hon’ble Supreme Court which is considered as law of the land. The Special Land Acquisition Collector, Jalandhar must have completed this exercise and work out the compensation to be paid to the owners of those pieces of land, which has been acquired, from the date of Supreme Court orders.
The negligence and casual approach, which has been shown by the Special Land 
Acquisition Collector in this case, is depreciated.

A copy of this order be sent to Chief Secretary to Government of Punjab, to make 

him aware about the functioning of the Special Land Acquisition Collector, Jalandhar, so that he could take corrective measures.
By agreeing with the report of the respondent-PIO concerned, the case is 

disposed of and closed.
