ORDER

1. The issue in both the Complaint Cases, emanating from two RTI applications, is the validity of a Postal Order submitted by the information seeker as fee for submitting application with the Public Information Officer.  On filing the Complaint Case no. 1019 in the Commission on 25.03.2014 and Complaint Case no. 1378 of 2014 on 09.05.2014 under Section 18 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act), the notice was issued to the parties for hearing in the Commission.

2.
The complainant accompanied by ld. Counsel Ms Jasleen Kaur states that he may be allowed to file the RTI application afresh with the valid Indian Postal Order and the application may be allowed to be sent to the Public Information Officer office of District Food & Civil Supplies Controller, Fazilka.

3.
None on behalf of the respondent is present in the Commission today. However, the respondent has filed written submission taking the stance therein that the validity of an IPO is 24 months. 
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4.
After hearing the complainant, his ld. counsel and going through the record available on file, it is ascertained that the validity of an Indian Postal Order (IPO) is two years and as such, the fee in terms of IPO submitted by the information seeker with the RTI application was invalid. The said IPO was dated 08.03.2010. Sub Rule 4 of Rule 3 of Punjab Right to Information Rules, 2007 stipulates that "the application, received without requisite fee, shall not be entertained and shall be liable to be rejected straightway without giving any notice to the applicant".  In wake of the complainant requesting for allowing him to file RTI application afresh alongwith valid IPO, he is allowed to do so if he so desires. Furthermore, the complainant shall be at liberty to file complaint/appeal with the Commission if he is not satisfied with the order of the PIO or First Appellate Authority. In view of aforementioned both the Complaint Cases are hereby disposed of by this single order.
