ORDER



The respondent has filed a written reply denying that it is a public.  His plea is that the information-seeker was an employee of the respondent-hospital.  He was placed under suspension and thereafter a disciplinary inquiry has been initiated against him, which is being conducted by a retired Additional District and Session Judge.  It is further averred that the information-seeker has moved the request for information for personal reasons and no larger public interest is involved in the matter.

2.

As for the proof given by the information-seeker regarding grant-in-aid to the respondent, the plea of the counsel for the respondent is that Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana was providing a grant of Rs.50,000/- per month to the respondent-hospital till 1990.  This was not a grant in-aid but for providing free of cost medical treatment to the employees of the corporation.  The payment was for services rendered by the respondent and not any financial assistance.  Similarly, it is pleaded that the department of Family Planning of the State Government was maintaining a Post Partem Unit for Family Planning, which was disbanded in the year 2008-09, and the unit was closed.  It is averred that there is no activity of the State Unit at present.  Funds were provided by the State Government up to the year 2008-09 for providing facilities under the Family Planning Programme of the Government.  The respondent was employing additional staff in the PP Unit and expenses incurred by the said unit were paid for the services rendered by the hospital.  .As far the alleged allotment of land to the respondent-hospital, it is pleaded that Punjab Government had allotted the land to Lahore Hospital Society (Regd.) after the partition when the hospital shifted from Lahore to Ludhiana.  Initially, it was on lease for 30 years.  Extension of lease is under process.  The plea is that society has got this land on lease in lieu of the property left by the society at Lahore and it is not any financial assistance within the meaning of Section 2(h) of the Right to Information Act, 2005.
3.

I have heard the parties and gone through the record.  Since the respondent has specifically denied the documents and plea of the complainant, it would be appropriate to call for reports from the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana as to whether corporation is giving or was giving any grant-in-aid to the hospital or was only providing funds for services rendered by the hospital by treating Municipal Corporation’s employees free of cost.
4.

Second report be called from Civil Surgeon, Ludhiana as to whether the Government is giving any grant-in-aid for Port Partem Unit, if so, whether this is a payment in lieu of services being rendered by the respondent-hospital or is it a pure grant-in-aid.

5.

Third report may be called from the Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana regarding the terms and conditions of land allotted to the respondent-hospital, clearly indicating the annual lease amount and also whether the land was allotted in lieu of land held by the respondent-hospital in Lahore before the partition of the country.
