ORDER



The respondent submits that they had sent a reply to the information-seeker vide  No.39363 VB, S-14 dated 19.12.2011 stating that no officer of the Vigilance Bureau visited abroad in connection with case No.15/03, Police Station, Flying Squad No.1 and that therefore, no expenditure was incurred on any foreign visit.

The complainant, however, submits that it is a common knowledge that a senior IPS officer had gone abroad in connection with the investigation of assets of the then Chief Minister. The complainant further submits that this matter has also been brought on record in number of court cases.

We have heard the parties.  It is possible that some police officer of Punjab not on the rolls of Vigilance Bureau may have visited foreign countries in connection with the investigation of the case.  It would, therefore, be appropriate to transfer the request for information under Section 6(3)  to the Director General of Police, Punjab, Chandigarh with the direction that suitable reply based on record as available in the Directorate of Police, Punjab, Chandigarh be furnished to the complainant within a period of 30 days from this order.
