ORDER



Originally the complainant has sent a complaint to the CPIO/Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India, New Delhi vide his letter dated 25.6.2015 while enclosing a copy of the complaint dated 17.6.2013.  The Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs' Joint Secretary-cum- CPIO forwarded the said complaint to the Principal Secretary to the Government of Punjab, Department of Home Affairs and Justice vide their letter dated 10.8.2015.  There is another letter from the Ministry of Home Affairs (SC/ST-W Cells), New Delhi dated 31.7.2015 to the address of the Principal Secretary to the Government of Punjab, Department of Home Affairs and Justice for taking further necessary action on the representation in question as deemed appropriate.
2.

The appellant after failing to get any response from the Department of Home Affairs and Justice filed First Appeal on 26.9.2015 to the office of the Principal Secretary to the Govt. of Punjab, Department of Home Affairs and Justice, Chandigarh. Till today he has not received any response either to the letters which were duly forwarded by the Ministry of Home Affairs as stated above or to his first appeal which was filed as stated above.  

3.

This is a matter of serious concern as no response has been furnished to the original complaints by the PIO and again by the First Appellate Authority as well. During the hearing, neither the PIO nor anyone on behalf of the First Appellate Authority is present.  They have sent one Shri Baljit Singh, Senior Assistant, who says that they have no papers of any kind with them and is requesting to have a copy of the same so that they can take some action and inform the complainant. The PIO is absent without any written submission as to why he is not in a position to attend the proceedings being conducted by the Commission.  Shri Baljit Singh, Senior Assistant states that he is busy in a case in the Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court.  He will bring a certificate on the next date of hearing as to who deputed him and in which case he has gone to the Hon'ble High Court.  The certificate will be given by a senior official of the Home Department.

4.

The lackadaisical approach of the Department is disregard to the RTI Act. A Show Cause Notice under Section 20 of the RTI Act is issued to the respondent-PIO as to why penalty should not be imposed and compensation awarded in this case for total negligence in attending the complaint and not giving any sort of reply after a lapse of six months time and also not taking any action on his petitions received from the Govt. of India and his First Appeal.  He may make use of the next date of hearing as personal hearing as well before the penalty is imposed or compensation is awarded. 
4.

A copy of this order be sent to the Additional Chief Secretary to Govt. of Punjab, Departments of Home Affairs and Justice, Chandigarh for taking further necessary action in the matter. He is requested to look into the matter and ensure proper reply to the complainant.
