As per the above decision of the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India, the Information Commission has  power to receive and enquire into the complaint of any person who has been refused access to any information requested under this Act (Section 18(1)(b) or has been given incomplete, misleading or false information under the Act (Section 18(1)(e)} or has not been given a response to a request for information or access to information within time limits specified under the Act (Section 18(1)(c)}.
