Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in the Special Leave Petition (Civil) No.27734 of 2012 (@ CC 144781/2012) dated 03.10.2012 --  titled Girish Ramchandra Deshpande Vs Central Information Commissioner & Ors., had observed :-


“We are in agreement with the CIC and the courts below that the details called for by the petitioner i.e. copies of all memos issued to the third respondent, show cause notices and orders of censure/punishment etc. are qualified to be personal information as defined in clause (j) of Section 8(1) of the RTI Act.  The performance of an employee/officer in an organization is primarily a matter between the employee and the employer and normally those aspects are governed by the service rules which fall under the expression “personal information”, the disclosure of which has no relationship to any public activity or public interest.  On the other hand, the disclosure of which would cause unwarranted invasion of privacy of that individual.  Of course, in a given case, if the Central Public Information Officer or the State Public Information Officer of the Appellate Authority is satisfied that the larger public interest justifies the disclosure of such information, appropriate orders could be passed but the petitioner cannot claim those details as a matter of right.”


The complainant in the instant case has not made a bonafide public interest in seeking

information.  The disclosure of such information would cause unwarranted invasion of the privacy of an individual under Section 8(1) (j) of the RTI Act.  The information obviously sought is not in larger public interest.  Thus being the case the Commission is not inclined to further intervene into the issue.

He has submitted vide an e.mail dated 19.12.2016 that all the brand names mentioned in his application relate to one manufacturing company and the Health Department has issued a bogus price certificate with ulterior motives.  He further says that the tender was tailor made to favour the above unit.  It has further been mentioned that piecemeal orders are being placed to keep the purchases within the powers of junior officials malafidely, as the actual purchase tantamounts to crores of rupees and should have been dealt with at the higher echelons in the Government.  He requests for the inspection of the record.



In his affidavit Dr. Jujbir Sandhu, Deputy Director, Health & Family Welfare has submitted that the requisite reply was sent to him way back on 26.04.2016.  The appellant, according to him is seeking information which has been furnished to it by the third party in pursuit of business and is not   divulgible.  It involves the commercial confidence/trade secrets and intellectual property of the business

organization. They have invoked Section 1 (8) (d) of the exemptions enshrined in the RTI Act.  He has also submitted that the firm belonging to the appellant has been black-listed by the Controller of Stores, Punjab.  The appellant thus to settle a score is vexatiously seeking information merely to harass the department.



It transpires that the appellant is in competition with other organizations in supplying material to the government laboratories.  He is seeking to know the details of their products and quotes made by them.  The appellant has not been able to convincingly rebut the argument of the third party which has refused the respondents to share the information/quotation submitted by them in confidence to them.  This matter has also been agitated in Civil Courts by the appellant.



The Commission is of the view that the appellant has not been able to make a bonafide case in seeking the information the disclosure of which allegedly shall commercially damage the third party interests.  The Commission’s intervention as such is not warranted. The appeal is disposed accordingly.  



The Additional Chief Secretary to Government, Punjab, Department of Health & Family Welfare may get it looked into and take appropriate action.
