It is further noted that Shri Rajbans Singh, appearing for the PIO stated that he does not know much about the facts as he is working in the o/o BDPO Khara.  
It is thus observed that a total lackdiasical approach have been adopted by the PIO cum DDPO,  Fatehgarh Sahib in providing then correct and complete info0rmation to appellant, though the RTI application was filed by  the appellant way back on 9.8.2014 and  observing that the demanded information is being denied to him willfully, intentionally and without any reasonable cause. 

The Commission in the exercise of its powers conferred on it, under the provisions of Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005:-

i) Issues a show cause notice  to Shri Gagandeep Singh Virk, PIO cum  DDPO,   Fatehgarh Sahib, to explain in writing in the shape of an affidavit as to why penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to the maximum of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand only) be not imposed upon him for not providing the information willfully, intentionally and without any reasonable cause  till date despite of  filing  an RTI Application on  9.8.2014.  
(ii) He is  also afforded an opportunity of being heard on the next date of hearing, failing to avail the same it  shall be presumed  that  he has nothing to say and the ex-parte proceedings would be initiated against them.

iii) He  is also given a show cause notice  to explain as to why the applicant be not suitably compensated  as envisaged under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, for the loss and other detriments suffered by him in seeking the information which has not been provided to him so far 
iv) He is further  directed to provide  point-wise, correct and duly attested information to appellant free of cost,  in the light of Director, Rural Development & Panchayats letter No. 6/3/08-Ludh-C/1009 dated 12.3.2014 . 

under registered cover within  10 days from today. 

v)He is also directed to attend the Commission,  personally on the next date of hearing  with one spare set of  provided information.

Shri H.S. Hundal,  Appellant vide an RTI application dated 8.7.14   addressed to PIO cum Tehsildar, Moga  sought certain information on   8 points pertaining to certificates of  residence issued by the office of  Tehsildar, Moga for the period  from 1.1.2010 to date.



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 9.8.14 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on   24.9.14 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties.


On the last date of hearing on 27.11.2014,  Ms.  Sukhraj Kaur, Clerk o/o Tehsildar, Moga stated that the RTI Application  in question was not received in the o/o  Tehsildar, Moga and accordingly, the appellant was requested vide letter no. 125, dated  2.9.14 to supply the fresh application.  However, he had not sent the same and in the meanwhile copy of first appeal dated 9.8.14  filed by the appellant was received in the office and after perusing the RTI Application and record, appellant  was directed vide letter no. 185, dated 20.11.14  to deposit the additional fee/document charges amounting to Rs. 3, 43,526/-  as the demanded information was copious.   


After hearing the representative of the respondent – PIO  and perusing the RTI  Application, the Commission  was of  the view that the demanded information was  voluminous  and attracts the provisions of  Section 7(9) of the Act ibid wherein it had clearly been mentioned that, “an information shall ordinarily be provided in the form in which it was sought unless it would disproportionately  divert the resources of the public authority or would be detrimental to the safety or preservation of the record in question.”


In view of the above noted facts, it was observed that demanded information by appellant  was likely to disproportionately  divert the resources of the Public Authority.


As such, the Commission directed the appellant to inspect the record pertaining to the demanded information by him by visiting personally the office of Tehsildar, Moga during office hours on any working day within a period of 15 days.


Shri Ramesh Kumar,  Tehsildar, Moga was directed to send to the appellant an intimation in writing also under registered cover intimating the date and time for the inspection of the record by  appellant so that he may identify the necessarily required information running into approximately 200 pages and if the same was identified by the appellant, may be provided to him by  Tehsildar,  Moga,  free of  cost within a period  of  4 days  under registered cover.


Shri Ramesh Kumar, Tehsildar, Moga was further directed to comply with the above orders in letter and spirits, failing which the punitive provisions of Section 20(1) and 20(2)  of the Act ibid would be invoked  against him, without affording  another opportunity.


PIO cum Tehsildar, Moga was also directed to attend the Commission personally on the next date of hearing with a copy of the provided information by him, to appellant and the case was adjourned to  23.12.14 for further hearing.


During hearing of this case today, Shri Ramesh Kumar, PIO cum Tehsildar, Moga, stated that the requisite information have been supplied to the appellant vide letter No. 188/RTI, dated  28.11.2014. Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority o/o Deputy Commissioner, Moga,  vide letter dated 28.07.2014 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on  20.10.2014  under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.

During hearing of this case today, Shri Sandeep Kathpal, appearing on behalf of the PIO cum  D.R.O. Moga stated that immediate after the receipt of RTI application, additional fee/documents charges amounting to Rs. 2365/-.(including postal charges) was demanded from the appellant as at Sr. no. 1 of the RTI application the appellant has demanded the certified copies of the Register in Form C.  He further stated that the additional fee/document charges were thus demanded well within the stipulated time. He  also stated that  the  remaining  information have been supplied to the appellant by the PIO cum Tehsildar Moga vide letter no. 121/RTI, dated 2.9.2014. 


However, after the perusal of the provided information about  half an hour, the appellant stated that it is quite surprising that he has been provided  the information  by the PIO cum Tehsildar, Moga which seems to be pertaining to the Sub Tehsils and its offices while he has simply demanded the information for the period from 1.10.2010 to date pertaining  to the RTI  request and the document fee received in the office of  D.C. Moga as per RTI Act/rules. Thus the provided information  to him is of no relevance, the same being  incorrect.


He further stated that he  would be visiting the office of PIO cum DRO  during vacations, in the High Court and shall inspect the register pertaining to the information sought by him at Sr. no. 1 and shall seek attested copies of a few pages of it.  He further stated that the remaining information should be provided to him complete in all respects by the PIO cum DRO since the demanded information is only pertaining to the office of  D.C. Moga.

In view of the submissions made by the appellant,   Ms. Savita, PIO cum D.R.O, o/o D.C. Moga is directed to extend full cooperation to the appellant in getting the inspection of record pertaining to the information sought by him at Sr. no. 1 and a few pages of such information identified by the appellant be provided to him duly attested immediately thereafter.

Shri Jasbir Singh, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 11.8.2014 , addressed to PIO, O/o Principal Secretary, School Education, Punjab,Mini Secretariat, Sector 9-A,Chandigarh sought action taken report and  attested photo copies of the noting file where  letter No.4/119/2010-2E2/234900/1-3 dated 3.6.2014  issued by the Principal Secretary to Govt. of  Punjab, Deptt. of Transport  (Transport -2 Br) has been dealt with. 



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority  O/o Principal Secretary, School Education, Punjab,Mini Secretariat, Sector 9-A, Chandigarh vide letter dated 15.9.14 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on 20.10.2014  under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


During hearing of this case today,  it is observed that RTI application was transferred by the PIO cum Supdt. Education -2 Branch to the State Transport Commissioner, Punjab and Director, State Transport, Punjab, Sector 17, Chandigarh under provisions of  Sectiojn  6(3) (i) of the RTI Act for providing the information directly to the appellant and copy of the same was also endorsed to the appellant vide letter no. 10/29/2014-2T3/322802/3, dated 13.10.14 for seeking this information directly from the concerned department.

It is further noted that Respondent  no. 3 vide letter no. 23/E-780/2014-3E6-345664/1, dated  17.11.14 has informed the appellant that since Akal Academy School is a private institute and is affiliated to the CBSE, this School has no concern with the Education Deptt. ORDER:



Shri Sham Lal Singla  Appellant vide an RTI application dated 17.6.14 , addressed to PIO cum Head Master, Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur,  sought certain information on   3 points pertaining to the payment of pension, Gratuity and Provident  Fund for the year 2006 to 2014.



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 18.7.14 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on   2.9.14 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


On the last hearing of this case i.e. on 16.10.14, Shri Sham Lal Singla, appellant stated that he has not received any information till date.  On the other hand, Shri Mohinder Singh Khipal, counsel    for the respondent stated that he may be allowed to  verify the facts once more and requested for adjournment  of this case to some other date so that he could provide point wise, complete and duly attested information  to the appellant under the signatures of the Head Master.


Acceding to his request, the case was adjourned to  20.11.2014 at 11.00 AM  with the direction to Ms. Madhu Singla, PIO cum Head Master, Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur  to attend the Commission personally on the next  fixed date, with one spare set of provided information and the case was adjourned today..


However, it was noted that though the  appellant filed the RTI  application on 17.6.14, incomplete  information is stated to have been provided to him by the PIO,  Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur.


It  was further observed that the  correct information has not been provided to the appellant by the Respondent – PIO  willfully intentionally and without any reasonable cause. As  such the kind of attitude of the respondent PIO was clearly against the spirits of the RTI Act, 2005



Therefore, the Commission in the exercise of powers conferred  under the provisions of Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005:-

i) Issued a show cause notice  to Shri Puran Chand Jindal,  PIO cum Manager ,  Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur. to explain in writing in the shape of an affidavit as to why penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to the maximum of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand only) be not imposed upon him for not providing the information willfully, intentionally and without any reasonable cause  till date despite of  filing  an RTI Application on  21.1.14.  

ii)  He was  also afforded an opportunity of being heard on the next date of hearing, failing to avail the same it  shall be presumed  that  he has nothing to say and the ex-parte proceedings would be initiated against them.

iii) He was further  directed to provide  point-wise, correct and duly attested information to appellant free of cost,  under registered cover within 10 days from today. 

iv)He was also afforded  an opportunity  of being  heard on next fixed date, failing  which it shall be presumed that he has nothing to say and ex-parte  proceedings shall be taken.

iv)He  was also directed to  file an affidavit duly attested by the Magistrate/Notary Public certifying that duly attested information whatsoever is available in their office record pertaining to the RTI  Application made by the  complainant has been made available to him and nothing has been concealed.

vl)Sh. Nirmal Singh Sidhu, DEO (SE), Sangrur was also directed to ensure that complete,  correct and duly attested information is supp[lied to the appellant within a period of 10 days from today failing which show cause notice under the provisions of  Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 was also to  be issued to him because he happened to be the  Controlling Authority and has not  ensured the providing of complete information to appellant,  though  1st appeal was also filed before him.

vii) Both Shri Puran Chand Jindal, PIO cum Manager ,  Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur and Shri Nirmal Singh, DEO (SE), Sangrur were to attend the Commission,  on the next date of hearing  with one spare set of  provided information

         The case was adjourned to  today.

During hearing of this case today, Shri  Mohinder Singh Khipal, advocate   appearing on behalf of  Shri Puran Chand Jindal, PIO cum Manager, Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur  filed submissions vide letter no. 1341, dated 3.12.14, duly signed by PIO, cum Manager, Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur.

In view of above submissions filed by Shri Puran Chand Jindal,  PIO cum Manager ,  Prem Sabha High School, Sangrur, show cause notice issued to him is dropped.


It is further noted that the requisite information have been provided to the appellant by the PIO under his signatures vide letter no. 1341, dated 3.12.14 alongwith copy of memo.  4/32/2011-4E3/1693, dated 9.7.12.  However, the appellant still stated that the provided information is incomplete and not upto  his satisfaction.  

It is further observed that though the appellant filed first appeal dated 18.7.14 with First Appellate Authority cum DEO (SE), Sangrur.  However, the same has not been decided by him till date. 
As such, the case of the appellant is remitted back to Shri Nirmal Singh, FAA cum   DEO (SE), Sangrur.  He is directed to decide the  appeal  dated 18.7.14  filed by the appellant in accordance with the provisions contained in the RTI Act, 2005.

 He is further directed to ensure the providing of point-wise correct, complete and duly attested information to the appellant free of cost in accordance with law after affording adequate opportunity, both to appellant and PIO.


The FAA  is further directed to peruse all the relevant documents and examine whether the information provided by the PIO is complete relevant and correct.


Where the FAA is satisfied that the information provided by the PIO is as per the records and law, the First Appeal shall be disposed of.  In the event, there are any deficiencies in the information provided by the PIO, the FAA shall direct the PIO to provide the complete information according to the application dated  18.7.14  filed under the Act ibid and after complete information as per provisions of  said Act is provided to the appellant, Ist appeal shall be disposed of by passing a speaking order.


If, however, still the appellant  does not feel satisfied with the decision of the F.A.A., he will be at liberty to move a Second Appeal before the Commission, as per Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005,

          In terms of the observations noted above, the case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed of
