ORDER


Sh. Vishal Gupta, Complainant is present.



The complainant is alleging encroachment and misappropriation of the land belonging to Municipal Corporation, Bathinda measuring 10 biggas and 7 biswas.  According to him the ownership of the aforementioned land has been fraudulently changed.  Essentially, he is seeking action having been taken against the persons involved in the alleged fraudulent action.



Sh Lakhwinder Singh Gill, PIO – cum - Tehsildar has come present today.  He has submitted a copy of letter dated 26.12.2016 wherein he has asked the complainant to approach the Patwari to procure the documents keeping in view the provisions of the District Copying Manual.



The Commission finds that the respondent has taken unduly long time in responding to his application.  He should have conveyed it to him within the stipulated period and advised him of the appropriate course.  We understand that the Fard Kendras have been established in the State of Punjab wherefrom certified copies of the revenue record could be obtained by putting an application which has to be responded in a time-bound manner under the RTI Act.
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Both the Parties accordingly have not followed the right course of action.  The complaint as such is remanded to the First Appellate Authority who shall arrange to provide him the admissible information and decide the matter within a month of this order positively.  The Parties are advised to appear before the First Appellate Authority accordingly.
