Respondent was absent, therefore, a show cause notice was issued to the respondent. Today, again respondent is not present and the complainant states that no information has been given to him so far.
5.
I have gone through the material available in the case file, which clearly shows that DTO, Faridkot has not performed his duties under the RTI Act 2005 in keeping with either the letter or the spirit of the statute. It is also to be noticed that the DTO, Faridkot has been functioning in a most lackadaisical manner which deserves to be strongly deprecated. DTO, Faridkot has, therefore, become liable to be penalized under Section 20(i) RTI Act 2005. DTO, Faridkot was directed to submit an affidavit showing cause why action under Section 20(1) of

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the RTI Act be not taken against him. But, he has failed to attend the hearing despite registered letters sent to him. I am, therefore, left with no other option but to decide the question of imposition of penalty upon DTO, Faridkot in his absence and without the benefit of any reply by him. From the material on record, it transpires that there has been unnecessary delay in conveying the correct State of affairs to the Complainant in regard to his request for information.  No explanation for delay has been given by him.  Rather, his failure to even respond to the show cause direction by the Commission reinforces the fact that he has been without any reasonable cause guilty of remissness in the discharge of his duties.  He is, therefore, deserves to be penalized. As the delay is of more than six months, maximum penalty of Rs. 25000/- could be imposed upon the PIO-cum- DTO, Faridkot.  However, taking a lenient view, I impose a penalty of Rs. 5,000/- (Rs. Five thousand only) on him. He is directed to deposit this amount in the Treasury before the next date of hearing.
