ORDER:

1. The RTI application is dated 16.08.2022 vide which the appellant has sought information 
regarding:  

 
as enumerated in his RTI application. First Appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority 
(FAA) on 16.05.2023 and Second Appeal was filed in the Commission on 01.08.2023 under 
Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005. The case was last heard on 27.5.2024. 
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2. Both parties are present. As directed at the last Hearing, the respondent PIO has submitted 
duly attested copies: i) Copy of form No.4, the receipt register for the grants, received by the 
Panchayat; ii) Copy of cash book; iii) Copy of patanama register; iv) Copy of proceeding book; 
v) Copies of all bill vouchers; vi) Copy of mustrol; vii) Copy of the giving details of the shamlat 
land in the cited village. The information which runs to approximately 500 pages, has been 
handed over to the appellant’s counsel Sh. Naveen Kumar.  
 
3. The Commission notes that this RTI application was submitted on 16.8.2022 and it has taken 
more than one and half year to address the same. On enquiry, the respondent Smt. Paramjit 
Kaur, Superintendent, informed the Commission that the PIO who was incumbent at the time of 
the submission of the RTI application was Sh. Gurtej Singh, BDPO, unfortunately passed away 
on 4.2.2024. 
 
4. The Commission further deems it appropriate to award compensation to the appellant Sh. 
Manjeet Singh, who has made to much suffer for no fault of his own. 
 
5. In view of the harassment and detriment caused to the appellant, Sh. Manjeet Singh, this 
Commission deems it appropriate to award a compensation of Rupees Ten Thousand (Rs. 
10,000.00). This is to be paid vide a crossed cheque / demand draft, by the Public Authority, in 
this instance, the office of, Block Development and Panchayat Officer, Andana at Moonak, 
District Sangrur, within 15 days of receiving this Order. Proof of payment is to be submitted to 
this Commission. 
 
6. There is no further cause for action and the Appeal is accordingly Disposed of.
