ORDER

1.

The case was last heard on 15.12.2009. As per the directions, Shri Harminder Singh, Assistant Engineer (then Junior Engineer), brought the file along with the noting file and correspondence file relating to the instant case in the court today. On the perusal of the noting file, it brings out that noting file is started from 30.08.2000 when the then J.E., now A.E., conducted the inspection of the area under his jurisdiction.

A fax message has been received from Shri Mohan Lal, appellant on 16.12.2008 which was received in the Commission office on 16.12.2008 against receipt No. 20156 in which he has stated that :-



“I am law avoiding citizen of India, filed A/C No. 216,217,218,220 


etc. in the year 2008 and 52, 53 and 418 in the year 2009.  In this 


Honorable Commission I met disappointment, negative responses 


and injustice due to Govt. favour and snubbing attitude of presiding 
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officers who did not help in providing correct, record based 



information in time to me.  I tasted humiliation from them about 


which I complaint from time to time to then CIC but  in vail presiding 

officers always favoured the Govt. PIO. Same is being faced by me 


in A/c No.382 /09. Hence kind indulgence is sout immediately in the 

matter in the interest of justice. “

3.

On the perusal of both the files, it brings out that the information demanded by Shri Mohan Lal, appellant, starting from 30.08.2000 is in the noting file and the correspondence file.  After perusal, it is directed that photocopies of noting file and correspondence file be supplied to the appellant starting from 30.08.2000 in the instant case. The cases earlier decided by the Hon’ble Commissioners, Lt.Gen (Retd) P.K.Grover and Shri PPS Gill in AC No. 217,218,219,220,236 of 2008 and 468 of 2009, are also perused in the court today  The cases have already been decided in the presence of the complainant/ appellant, therefore, no action is to be taken on these files.  The case files to be  returned to the respective benches for record.  

4.

The respondent states that the photocopies of the noting and correspondence file can be supplied to the appellant after getting them photocopied from the office.  The appellant states that the photocopies be supplied today in the court, otherwise the officials will deny to supply the total photocopies of both the files.  The respondents are directed to get the photocopies of both the files from the market today and supply the same to the appellant. The respondents got the files photocopied from the market and supplied the same to the appellant containing 138 pages of noting file and 332 pages of correspondence file in my presence in the court. The appellant states that he is satisfied with the information supplied to him. He is free to approach the court of law for the redressal of his grievance if he so desires.

Since the requisite information stands supplied, the case is disposed of.
