The case relates to seeking a copy of Rules & Regulations under which discretionary grants are disbursed by the Ministers of the Punjab Government.  Initial request containing two items was filed on 14.9.2009.  The respondent directed the Complainant to deposit the requisite fee amounting to Rs. 3506/- vide his letter dated 13.10.2009.  The complainant thereafter requested for information in electronic form.  On being conveyed its non-availability, he restricted his requirement.  Subsequently, the complainant deposited the fee on 31.10.2009 and collected the requisite information running into 1753 pages on 27.11.2009 by hand.  The complainant after collecting the requisite information, has filed a complaint under Section 20 of the RTI Act, 2005 against charging cost of information which should have been available
on Government’s website free of cost under Section 4 (1) (XIII) of the RTI Act, 2005.
2.

The complainant has specifically raised a vital issue of public importance, that is  :-

“Whether after more than three years of the coming into force of the RTI Act, 2005, and the information relating to Section 4(1) (xiii) of the RTI Act, 2005 relating to particulars of the grants sanctioned and disbursed by the Chief Minister and other Cabinet Ministers of Punjab not having been loaded on official website of the State Govt., such information is liable to be supplied to an applicant on filing an application under RTI Act, free of cost, since due to the 
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fault or lapse or indifferent attitude of the State Govt. in not complying with the provisions of the said Clause, the RTI applicant should not be penalized by making him to pay the cost of such information ?”
3.

He has also requested that he be refunded fee amounting to Rs. 3,506/- deposited by him.
4.

The issue involved in this case is a pristinely a legal issue.  Accordingly, I am of the view that this case be brought before a larger bench for consideration.  I, therefore, request the Deputy Registrar to place the papers of this case before the Hon’ble CIC for passing appropriate orders for further proceedings.
