Complainant filed complaint with the Commission on 22.11.2010, with respect to his RTI application dated 24.6.2010,  made to the address of PIO, O/o PSPC Ltd. Kurali, seeking information from SDO PSPC Ltd Kurali regarding action taken on letter dated 10.10.20007.

2.

Complainant submitted that he is exempted from payment of the electricity bill as per the Government instructions and his meter previously installed at his residence at Kakrali was a defective one  and the meter so replaced is a second hand one and was also a defective. He has made so many requests to the office that the second hand meter may be replaced with a new one. Complainant again made a request to the Department to change the Meter, vide his letter dated 5.11.2007. As per letter No.1653, dated 15.10.2009,he was directed to appear before the Department Settlement Committee at Kharar at 10.30 AM, but the letter in question was delivered to him at 11.30 AM. He further submitted that he made many visits to the office to this effect, but no action has been taken and he has been served a bill amounting to Rs.71270/- and case was taken in the Dispute Settlement Committee which is still pending.

3.

However, the Respondent stated that information has been provided to the Complainant, but the complainant was not satisfied. The matter was discussed at length in
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the Commission. It has been concluded that Respondent will enquire into the whole matter and give clarification at the next date of hearing. 

4.

Complainant has made application to the office on 10.10.2007 and subsequently made request to change the fault meter. As a result, complainant has to suffer financial loss and mental harassment on behalf of the Respondent Department for the negligence of the office. As per the submissions made by the respondent, the whole units are not exempted for the poor category, only 200 units are exempted from the bill and it has been observed that meter reading is showing as 300 units on 1/8/2008, 316 units on 3/8/2008 and 384 units on 5/8/2008 etc. If 200 units are exempted, how the bill can be enhanced one. The Respondent present assured that he will enquire into the matter personally as he has joined in November/2008 and he will try his best to settle the matter.
