The Appellant has made a written-submission, dated 15.12.2011, which is taken on record.

 In compliance with the order, dated 06.12.2011, the APIO-cum-Estate Officer - Mr. Ganesh Kumar, is present.

It is pertinent to mention here that during the hearing on 21.11.2011, in compliance with the order, dated 24.10.2011, the PIO O/o S. I. C. P. had submitted a letter bearing no. 4413 dated 18.11.2011, stating that Ld. C. I. C. has ordered an enquiry to be conducted and the findings of the enquiry would be conveyed to the bench 
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concerned. It was also mentioned in that order that the Receptionist of the Commission has also placed on record a copy of the receipt showing that the letter of the information-seeker has been received.

From the documents on record, it emerges that the original RTI request is dated 28.04.2009 and was responded to on 17.07.2009. The Appellant almost after 01 year i.e. 29.07.2010, filed a supplementary request, which was responded on 29.09.2010. This means that the requisite information, as per record, had already been supplied to the information-seeker and the Respondent says that there is nothing more on record which needs to be given to the information-seeker.

6.

In compliance with the order, dated 24.10.2011, the PIO-cum-Estate Officer, PUDA/JDA has submitted his affidavit, dated 05.12.2011.

7.

The Appellant has not pointed-out any deficiencies in the information provided to him on 17.07.2009 and 29.09.2010. The only point, he mentions is about the delay in supplying the information by the Respondent - Jalandhar Development Authority. The Respondent is directed to put his house in order and is warned to deal with RTI requests more expeditiously and as per provisions of the Act.

In so far, as Appellant’s request for action taken against the PIO O/o S. I. C. P. is concerned, the Ld. C. I. C. has already ordered an enquiry into the matter as to how certain pages have gone missing in C. C. No. 3573 of 2010. The PIO had supplied information to the Appellant as per written-submission made by the P. S. to the S.I.C. concerned. It is beyond the jurisdiction of the Commission to give any directions setting     time limit to complete the enquiry, which has already been initiated.
Therefore, in view of these facts, no further course of action is required to 
be taken. The case is disposed of and closed.
