In this case, application for information was filed on 04.01.08, with PIO, O/o  DDPO (Panchayat) Sangrur but the notice was wrongly  issued to BDPO Sangrur, so none attended the hearing on 13th May 2008. Again on 30th May 2008, none attended the hearing and Commission’s order dated 30th May 2008 was sent to DDPO Sangrur and DDPO was asked to show cause by filing an affidavit. In the hearing on 28.08.2008, neither DDPO nor BDPO Sangrur attended the hearing; they were given last chance to file the affidavit showing cause why action should not be taken under Section 20 of the RTI Act 2005. But BDPO Sangrur informed the Commission vide his letter No. 126 dated 09.07.2008, that as the said complaint was not related to his block and the same was returned to the Commission. In today’s hearing Sh. Baljit Singh, BDPO Malerkotla filed the affidavit that he could not appear in the earlier hearings as the address 
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was mentioned as BDPO, Sangrur and where as it should be BDPO , Malerkotla. He further states that complainant has filed two similar complaints under CC- 693 of 2008 & CC-696 of 2008 pending before the bench of Hon’ble Sh. R.K.Gupta, State Information Commissioner, Punjab and in this bench, he has also submitted the copy of the information supplied to the Complainant. As submitted by Sh. Baljit Singh, BDPO Complainant is informed that the information stands submitted to him regarding his complaint dated 14.09.2007, but Complainant insists that the complaint under CC-696/2008 is different and no information has been given to him with regard to his application dated 14.09.2007.

DDPO in response to orders of the hearing dated 30.05.2008, and 28.08.2008, directed the BDPO , Malerkotla to supply the information  and  file the affidavit and  informed the Commission vide his letter No. 509/DAI dated 22.09.08, as directed by the Commission did not file any affidavit in response to show cause notice issued to him.

DDPO is again directed to file the affidavit on the next date of hearing showing cause why action under Section 20 of the RTI Act 2005 should not be taken against him and compensation be not awarded to the Complainant for the detriment suffered by him. He should also tell whether the two complaints in CC-693/2008 and CC-696/2008 are same or different. If different as claimed by the Complainant, then why information has not been supplied to him inspite of directions of the Commission. He is also directed to personally appear on the next date of hearing.
