The case relates to getting adjustment of payment made by the complainant.  Initial request was filed on 18.10.2007 and on getting no response,  the complainant filed a complaint with the Commission on 13.12.2007.
2.

During today’s proceedings, the Respondent brings out that information stands provided.  He also states that a board displaying the details of PIO and APIO has been put up in his office.  The Respondent makes a written submission vide Memo. No.649 dated 24.1.2008.   The complainant  also  confirms having received the requisite information through his letter dated 17.12.2007.  He requests that the Respondent be penalized for the delay in providing information.  The Respondent, however, states that the delay was not intentional as the information had to be collected from three different offices before providing it to the complainant.   He requests that the delay be overlooked.

Since the information stands provided, the case is disposed of and closed.
