The Complainant vide his letter dated 2.4.2008, received in the Commission Office on 7.4.2008,  has intimated that no information has been supplied to him by the PIO though a period of three weeks has passed. The Complainant further pleads that since  he has nothing more to say, the  final order may be pronounced in his absence. 

2.

The PIO as per the directions given on  28.2.2008 and 13.3.2008 submits an affidavit, which is taken on record. He states that the Improvement Trust has only made three allotments as per their record. The other sale deeds  submitted by the Complainant , in the instant case, are fake and false, regarding which an inquiry has already been conducted by the Government and two  officers have been found guilty. He further states that these two officers have since expired. He submits two letters in this regard, which are taken on record. 

3.

Since the information stands provided, the case is disposed of.

ORDER

In this case, the Appellant filed application for information with the Public Information Officer-cum- D.M. Markfed,  Gurdaspur  on 30.11.2007.   On getting   no information, he filed first appeal with the  Managing Director Markfed-cum-Appellant Authority on 05.02.2008 and without waiting for the response from the Appellate Authority, he filed second appeal with  the Commission on 06.02.2008.

2.

The case was heard in the morning. The Respondent was directed to ensure  the presence of the PIO. Thus the hearing was adjourned to be held in the Chamber of the SIC at 12.30 P.M. in the presence of the PIO.

3.

At 12.30 P.M., Shri P.R. Salpekar states that the PIO is not available today. He pleads that the case be  adjourned to some other day. He 

 states that an order has been passed by the Managing Director Markfed on
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 13.8.2007 that  “any information to be supplied to the Appellant under the RTI Act be put up to him  for approval after getting the same vetted from the Law Officer. The violation of this order will be viewed seriously.”  He further pleads that accordingly the information has been prepared and sent to the PIO of the office of Managing Director, Markfed, Sector: 35, Chandigarh vide letter No. DM/GSP/EST/08/4653, dated 7.2.2008 for getting approval from the competent authority.

 4.

As per RTI Act, 2005 any information demanded by a citizen of India is to be supplied within a period of 30  days. While issuing above-said order, the M. D. should have kept in mind the provisions of  Section 7(1)  of the RTI Act,2005 that the information is to be supplied within a period of 30  days. Now by adopting this procedure in the instant case, the information has already been  delayed as the head office has taken more than two months for granting approval, which is still awaited.

5.

Accordingly, it is directed that Shri K.S. Goraya, Chief Manager-cum-PIO, office of M.D. Markfed, will be present in person alongwith the information to be supplied to the Appellant, on the next date of hearing. 
6.

The case is fixed for further hearing on 22.5.2008.
