The order regarding imposition of penalty was reserved on 08.12.2008.

2.

Insofar as the supply of information is concerned, it has been already sent by the Respondent to the Complainant through speed post on 05.12.2008. The only question, therefore, that survives is whether the Respondent or any other official of the Improvement Trust, Jalandhar (as a deemed PIO) is liable to be penalized under Section 20 RTI Act, 2005, for the delay caused in the supply of information. 

3.

The application for information in this case was initially made on 25.10.07. 4.

There is thus a delay of about one year in the supply of information. The PIO, when called upon to explain the delay, shifted the blame for the delay in the supply of information to Mr. Mohinder Singh Miglani, Sales Superintendent and Mr. Sudarshan Sharma, Sales Superintendent to whom, according to the PIO, notice under Section 5(5) RTI Act 2005 was issued to make available the requisite information. 

5.

Since Mr. Sudarshan Sharma has retired, I exempted him from replying to the show cause notice issued to him under Section 20 RTI Act, 2005.  However, I called upon Mr. Mohinder Singh Miglani, Sales Superintendent to show cause why penalty be not imposed on him for the delay in supplying the information. 

6.

In his reply, Mr. Mohinder Singh Miglani has further passed on the blame to Mr. Ajay Malhotra, the Clerk working in his office. The tenor of his reply seems to suggest that if all any official in the department was responsible for the delay, it was this clerk Mr. Ajay Malhotra. Apart from taking shelter behind the plea, noted hereinbefore, 
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he has also stated that the requisite record was not available in the office but was with the Superintendent of Police, Vigilance Bureau, Jalandhar to whom a request was sent by the Executive Officer of the Improvement Trust to return the record so that information request could be served. 

7.

The perusal of the replies filed by the PIO and Mr. Mohinder Singh Miglani, Sales Superintendent, makes it evident that they are trying to shift the blame to the official working lower down in the hierarchy. The clerk Mr. Ajay Malhotra was obviously at the bottom of the ladder of hierarchy and had nobody below him for shifting the blame to. This attitude of the PIO and Mr. Mohinder Singh Miglani is, to say the least, disgusting. Besides this, the reason given by them for the delay is difficult to accept. From their stand, it appears, that they want the Commission to believe that for all the ills prevalent in the department in the matter of serving RTI requests, the person at the bottom of administrative hierarchy i.e. a clerk is responsible. 

8.

I fail to understand how the entire blame can be shifted to a clerk. Even if it is assumed that the clerk concerned was not doing his work properly, the officers owe an explanation to the Commission as to what steps were taken to make the clerk work more diligently. For the non- performance of statutory duties, the officials at the higher rungs of the administrative ladder, cannot shift the blame to the clerks and peons and claim immunity from penal action. 

9.

In view of the foregoing, I am of the view the both the PIO as well as Mr. Mohinder Singh Miglani, Sales Superintendent are guilty of lack of diligence in the performance of their statutory duties. In the peculiar facts and circumstances of the case, I am of the view that ends of justice would be met if a penalty of Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees Five Thousand only) each is imposed upon them. I order accordingly. 

10.

The PIO as well as Mr. Mohinder Singh Miglani, Sales Superintendent, are directed to deposit the amount of penalty in the treasury within 15 days of the receipt of this order and intimate the Commission immediately, thereafter.
