 dated 20.8.2007 addressed to the PIO of the office of M.D., PWSSB, Chandigarh was transferred to the XEN, PWSS, Division No. 3, Ludhiana on 4.10.2007 whereas as per the  provisions of RTI Act,2005 it should have been transferred  to the concerned PIO within 5 days. Commission takes a serious view of this lapse. The APIO on behalf of the PIO of the office of M.D, PWSSB, Chandigarh states that the complaint dated 20.8.2007 might have been received late in his office   as a letter addressed to the Managing Director reaches  his office after passing through a number of channels. He assures the Commission that in future action will be taken on the RTI papers immediately.

The Complainant states that since he had filed his complaint with the PIO of the office of M. D., PWSSB, Chandigarh, information regarding  Para 17(Sr. No. 1-9) be supplied to him under the signatures of the PIO of the M.D., PWSSB, Chandigarh.  The APIO assures the Commission that the requisite  information as per the demand of the Complainant will be supplied to the Complainant within 15 days.
