He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.

In the earlier order dated 14.01.08 a penalty of Rs. 10,000/- was imposed on Dr. Harbans Singh, PIO and it was recorded that it should be recovered from his salary.  The penalty was imposed under provision 20(1) which states if the PIO without any reasonable cause, refused to receive an application for information or has not furnished information within the time specified under sub section 91) of section  7 or malafidely denied the request for information or knowingly given incorrect, incomplete or misleading information or destroyed information which was the subject of the request or obstructed in any manner in furnishing the information, it shall impose a penalty of Rs. 250/- each day till application is received or information is furnished, so however, the total amount of such penalty shall not exceed Rs. 25,000/-.



As dictated in the court order on 14.01.08 stated that “the complainant states that seven months have passed and the respondent should be penalized as per section 20(1) for not providing the information within the stipulated period of 30 days. The respondent argues that on the original application dated 25.05.07 a reply was sent from DEO’s office on 20.06.07.  The letter was sent by ordinary post which does not provide any postal proof and the complainant denies receiving any such a letter.  None of the documents for which the respondent is reading in his defense are available in the Commission”


The respondent had been directed to submit photocopies of the file, noting and the dispatch register of office on 6.02.08.  The dispatch register, noting has not been found satisfactory, therefore penalty of Rs. 10,000/- should be deposited in the treasury in four installments starting from 1st March 2008 onwards and the remittance of the salary deducted should be sent for record in the Commission.
