The case relates to seeking a copy of the  inquiry report based on a complaint filed by Shri Surinder Singh, the complainant on 16.10.2002 against Smt.Sudesh Bajaj, former Principal of Govt. Sr.Sec.School, Lalton Kalan (Ludhiana) conducted by Shri Hari Singh, CEO, Jalandhar Circle, Jalandhar.  The initial request was made on 27.10.2006.  The CEO directed the complainant to deposit Rs.100/- as fee for obtaining the inquiry report.  The inquiry report was sent on 15.1.2007 (running into ten pages).  However, the document was not attested.

 2.                   During today’s proceedings the complainant who had filed a complaint with the Commission on 28.06.2007 states that the enclosures running into 17 pages attached to the inquiry report findings have not been supplied to him.  He highlights that these documents (seh-patter) are being referred to in the findings of the document provided to him.  Therefore, it is essential for him to have an access to these documents.

3.                     The Respondent  states  this case has been referred to DPI(S), Punjab, on 9.3.2007 for obtaining the permission to provide the annexures (seh-patters)and thereafter despite number of reminders, permission to hand over these documents has not been received.  He, however, is unable to explain the reasons for referring the case to DPI(S), Punjab, but states that a proposal has been mooted to obtain exemption under Section 8(1)(g) of the RTI Act.
4.  

Keeping in view the foregoing, it is directed that:

(a) Either information as is being sought by the complainant be provided to

                         him at the earliest  but not later than 25.11.2007 free of cost by registered  

                         post or an affidavit be rendered  by the Respondent- PIO, seeking 
 exemption from providing the information under the provisions of Section   8(1)(g).
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(b) The affidavit will be rendered by the PIO explaining his stance by 01.12.2007 to the Commission.
