Three page document/information is presented in the Court which explains the issue of Punjab Notification in Para 165 of Punjab Land Administrative manual. 
“It is scarcely necessary to remark that the Jagirdar or M’afidar has no power of sale mortgage, gift, or sub-lease, of his revenue assignment, except under special circumstances which must be proved. Contracts of this kind will not be recognized by the Revenue Courts, and the parties in possession in those pleas will be considered only the private agents of the holders with no legal rights”

 A letter has been written by the Deputy Commissioner that the decree in the civil suit No.220 of 6.9.03 RI No.11 of 2006 decided on 1st  November 2006 is a collusive decree and not based on true facts. The provisional Government which is owner in the land under consideration was not made party in that case. Therefore, Deputy Commissioner has ordered that the above mentioned decree should be challenged in the Civil Court and the same has been challenged as told by the respondent Tehsildar Phagwara through his letter to the complainant letter No.354/RC dated 15.9.08 to the complainant that such a suit for stay has been filed in the  Civil Court by the Sub Divisional Magistrate on 13.9.08.

Sh. Ravi Bedi is not satisfied with the answers and he has been directed and advised that this matter is now to be decided by the Civil Court. Therefore, the case is hereby disposed of and closed.
