      Varinder Singh, who appeared before me on 16.11.2007, had stated that he did not receive information on point 3 and 4.  In my order dated 16.11.2007, the District Town Planner was directed to appear and explain the position on 3.12.2007.  Since the Respondent did not  appear and the Complainant had  in writing sought  adjournment as he was to appear in the CJM’s Court at Hoshiarpur on the same date i.e., on 3.12.2007, the hearing was adjourned to 28.12.2007.

At the hearing on 28.12.2007, Surinder Singh Chohan, Representative of the Respondent, reiterated that whatever information is available on record has already been given to the Complainant and there is nothing more to add.  On the other hand, the

On both these points, number 3 and 4, the reply given by the Respondent on 10.9.2007 and 26.12.2007 is the same viz.  there is no record in the office to verify the marriage of the daughter of Mr. Ram Lubhaya and also that there is no marriage invitation card  on record in the department, though, Mr. Ram Lubhaya had availed of leave from 16.4.1998 to 30.4.1998 in connection with the marriage of his daughter.

I agree with the Respondent that all available information has been supplied to the Complainant.  Nothing more, thus, needs to be done in this matter.
