In this case, section 8(1)(j) of the RTI Act  is not applicable since no personal or private information is involved and the complainant has asked for information which concerns  his own case. Section 8(1)(h) also would not apply in this case since the issuance of a charge sheet and consideration of an inquiry report of the inquiry officer cannot in any manner come within the definition of  “process of investigation or apprehension or prosecution of  offenders.”
