ORDER

As per directions given on the last date of hearing on 17.4.2008,  the Respondent has brought the record/documents  for inspection in the Chamber today. Accordingly, the record relating to CR-247/2003 has been perused by me and shown to the Complainant. The Complainant states that he wants  a copy of the  list of total candidates, who qualified the written test. Accordingly, the Respondent hands over a copy of the select list running into 4(four) sheets to the Complainant in my presence. The Complainant further states that the Department had supplied extra information to him on the basis of which he filed a writ petition in the Punjab and Haryana High Court, which dismissed his petition causing him  harassment  and monetary loss.

Secretary, Punjab State Electricity  Board, Patiala is directed  to issue instructions to all the PIOs/Public Authority to deal with the applications of the Complainants/Appellants properly and to supply only that specific information which has been demanded  by the Complainants/Appellants .

3.

The Complainant states that he may be compensated for the detriment suffered by him due to extra information supplied to him. Since the Department has supplied additional information in good faith, therefore, no compensation is ordered to be given.  

4.

The Complainant states that he wants some more information though not connected with the instant case.  Since the information now demanded is not related to the instant case, he is, therefore,  advised to file a fresh application with the concerned public authority of the Punjab State Electricity Board.

Since the information stands provided in the instant case,  the case is disposed of.
