The deficiency pointed out by the complainant in the information provided to him is that no information has been given as to how in the ownership column of the Revenue record of the year 1980-81, the ownership of khasra No. 715, referred to in his application for information, has been shown as “Shri Gurdwara Sri Granth Sahib, Lehra Baahitman Committee” whereas in the Revenue record pertaining to the same khasra No. in the year 1985-86, the ownership has been shown as “Shri Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee, Lehra.”. The respondent has not given information regarding the basis on which the ownership has been  changed from the local committee to the SGPC.  Giving the required clarification, the respondent states that the Gurudwara Lehra has come under the control of the SGPC under section 87 of the SGPC Act, following  the notification issued by the Government for the constitution of a committee for the management of this Gurudwara in the year 1959. Apart from this, the SGPC is not aware on what basis and in what manner the description of the ownership of khasra No. 715 has been changed by the local Revenue  official while recording the jamabandi for the year 1985-86.

The second deficiency stated by the complainant is that the addresses of the shops owned by the Committee have not been given in the list of rent which is charged from their occupants. This deficiency should be made up by the respondent and a fresh list prepared and given to the complainant.
