The Complainant intimates that the compensation of Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees Ten Thousand only) awarded vide order dated 31.03.2008 under Section 19(8)(b) RTI Act, 2005 has not been paid by the Respondent. The Respondent has not been able to give any cogent reason for the non-compliance with the order dated 31.03.2008. 

2.

It was noted in my order dated 31.03.2008 that the Complainant had been unnecessarily put to a lot of avoidable discomfort and monetary detriment on account of the failure by the Respondent to provide the information. And on account of this, a compensation of Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees Ten Thousand only) was awarded to the Complainant under Section 19(8)(b). It was furthermore directed that the compensation amount be paid within one week. The case was thereafter taken up on 05.05.2008 to verify whether the amount of compensation had been paid by the Respondent to the Complainant. As none was present on 05.05.2008 the matter was adjourned to 23.06.08. On 23.06.08, there was no appearance on behalf of the Respondent. The Chief Secretary, Govt. of Punjab was therefore requested to make sure that the amount of compensation awarded vide order dated 31.03.2008 be paid by the Respondent to the Complainant. The case was adjourned to 23.07.08. On 23.07.08, none was present on behalf of the parties and, therefore, the matter was adjourned to 25.08.08. On 25.08.08, it transpired that the amount of compensation had still not been paid by the Respondent. A show cause notice dated 22.10.2008 has been issued by the Deputy Commissioner, Patiala to the Respondent-Tehsildar, Patiala calling upon her to explain why disciplinary action be not taken against her for non-compliance with the order of the Commission pertaining to the payment of compensation to the Complainant.  A copy of this notice has been forwarded to the Commission. Despite this the order regarding payment of compensation to the Complainant has not been complied with by the Respondent. In this backdrop, it is evident that the attitude of the Respondent is defiant. The Respondent Smt. Vinay Sharma, Tehsildar-cum-PIO is still persisting with her objections to the validity of the order awarding compensation. It has been made clear to her that insofar as the Punjab State Information Commission is concerned the order awarding compensation has assumed finality and that there is no provision in the RTI Act, 2005 to review or recall the said order. 

3.

In view of the foregoing, I direct that the amount of compensation as awarded vide my order dated 31.03.2008 be paid by the Respondent to the Complainant immediately under intimation to the Commission. Copies of the order be sent to the parties as also to the Chief Secretary, Govt. of Punjab and to the Deputy Commissioner, Patiala. The Deputy Registrar, is directed to write D.O. letters to the Chief Secretary, Govt. of Punjab as well as to the Deputy Commissioner, Patiala requesting them to ensure that the Respondent pays the amount of compensation to the Complainant and in case the amount of compensation is not paid within one week suitable disciplinary action be taken against the Respondent Tehsildar namely Smt. Vinay Sharma.
