ORDER



As per the earlier proceedings dated 6.7.2007 and 3.8.2007 of this Commission, information on all  points  except  one  point relating to name and date of  the plans  which were approved after November, 2001 has already been supplied to the appellant.  The same has now been submitted by the respondent-department and has been handed over to the appellant.

In the list provided to the appellant, 8 names have been shown whose plans had been approved.  A perusal of  the same shows that plan at Sr. No.4  relating to one Dr. Mahesh Parekh s/o Shri Parshotam Parekh was approved after November, 2001 and the other 7 plans were approved before November, 2001.  According to Shri V.K. Sandhir, Advocate appearing on behalf of the respondent-department, only one plan has been approved after November, 2001 regarding  Khasra Numbers 42, 45 and 46. On the other hand, the appellant pleads that about 8-10 plans have been approved in the said khasra numbers after November 2001.  Admittedly, there are only about 10/12 plots in the above said khasra numbers.  It is further seen that in the said list, out of 8 names provided to the complainant, plots at Sr.No.1, 4, 5 and 6 are in the specifically mentioned khasras.  Out of these, three plans were approved prior to November, 2001 and one relating to Dr. Mahesh Parekh was approved after November, 2001.  The plea taken by the respondent-department that details of the approval are not available,  is not tenable.  The detail about 10-12 plots which are in the specific khasra numbers should have been provided but the same  is not forthcoming. As agreed by both the parties, the respondent-department will check the proceedings of the Committee which approved the plans after November, 2001 and details of the plans approved after November, 2001  will be collected and provided to the appellant by the next date of hearing.

ORDER



Contention raised by the appellant is about demarcation of her plot and to indicate its actual size.  Firstly, it was pleaded that demarcation was done in the year 1995 on the directions of the then Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar.  Later on, in pursuance of the orders of this Commission, District Revenue Officer-cum- Public Information Officer o/o the Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar stated that no demarcation was done in the year 1995.  The Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in its order dated 16.11.2006  passed in CWP NO.14281/2005  has observed that  perusal of the record indicates that averments made by the petitioner i.e. Smt. Ramneek Kaur were incorrect.  Hence, on the request of the counsel of the petitioner, he was allowed to withdraw the said petition.  Accordingly, writ petition was dismissed as withdrawn giving liberty to the petitioner to challenge the demarcation report.

In view of the orders of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court, there is nothing to do by this Commission.  Hence, this petition is disposed of
