ORDER



Vide our order dated 17.03.2008, a decision on the question of imposition of penalty and award of compensation was reserved.  Regarding the removal of deficiencies in the delivery of information to the Complainant, it was directed that the Deputy Commissioner, Kapurthala shall give a personal hearing to the Complainant on 15.04.2008 and thereafter submit his report to the Commission.    

2. 
An affidavit dated 05.03.2008 by Sh. S.S.Chana, DRO-cum-APIO has been filed on behalf of the Deputy Commissioner-cum-PIO Kapurthala.  In this affidavit, the deponent has set out the reasons for the delay in the delivery of information to the Complainant.  The deponent states that the Complainant had demanded information in relation to the muafi land and that the relevant information was contained in mutation nos. 3228 and 814.  According to him, this record was in urdu and shikasta and, therefore, the information had to be compiled with the help of some person conversant with the urdu and shikasta language. He further states that they could find an urdu/shikasta knowing retired kanungo after trying for many days. It is thereafter that the relevant information could be retrieved with his help. The affidavit further states that the connected files had been sent to the Financial Commissioner (Revenue) and the Commissioner, Jalandhar Division, Jalandhar in connection with the appeals filed before those authorities. Obtaining information from those files also took a good deal of time. Apart from this, certain information had to be collected from the Tehsildars concerned.  

3. 
We have carefully considered the contents of the affidavit filed by     Sh. S.S. Chana,  DRO-cum-APIO  and  are  convinced  that  the  delay  caused  in 
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supplying the information in the instant cases is not wilful. There are sufficient and cogent reasons for the delay caused in the supply of information.

4.

In view of the foregoing, we hold that no case for imposition of penalty and award of compensation is made out. This prayer is, accordingly, declined.
5.

In so far as the question of removing the deficiencies in the supply of information is concerned, the Deputy Commissioner, Kapurthala is to submit a report after granting a personal hearing to the Complainant on 15.04.2008. These cases are, therefore, adjourned to 05.05.2008 for further proceedings.
