The respondent has produced a letter from the SSP, Nawanshehar, dated 12-12-2007 by way of confirmation of compliance of the Court’s orders  dated 29-11-2007.  This letter however, does not serve the purpose and the contradictions pointed out by the complainant in his application for information dated 23-8-2007, have still not been resolved.  It has not been explained by the SSP, Nawanshehar, as to how the case was under investigation u/s 498-A of IPC on 6-11-2006 ( the date of issue of the letter from the SSP, Nawanshehar), when the challan in the case  under the same section had already been presented in the Court on 25-10-2006, as stated by him in his present letter dated 12-12-2007.


Insofar as the second question is concerned, the SSP has now stated that no sample of gastric contents, in order to check the presence of any poisonous substance was sent to any chemical laboratory.  However, in his letter dated 6-11-2006, the SSP has stated that the report of the chemical laborary, Patiala, is being awaited. The SSP must therefore, explain what report was awaited from the chemical laboratory, Patiala, when the gastric contents had not been sent to it.  It is a matter of regret that despite the very clear orders of the Court dated 29-11-2007, a proper clarification  on the points mentioned above has still not been provided to the complainant.  The respondent is now directed to obtain the concerned record from the SSP, Nawanshehar, by messenger, and give the required information to the complainant within seven days from today.
