The Complainant submits that he visited the office of the Respondent on 29th January 2007 and inspected the record.  He states that he identified information running into 38 pages to be supplied to him.  The fee for the requisite information was deposited by the Complainant on 1st March 2007 and, accordingly, the information was supplied to him by the Irrigation Department, Punjab through letter No. 4698 dated 5th April 2007.

Today, the Complainant submits that though he is generally satisfied with the information delivered, he has suffered detriment on account of the delay of more than one year in the supply of information.  Apart from this, he also points out certain deficiencies in the information supplied. The Respondent is directed to submit an affidavit within 10 days giving justification as to why penalty be not imposed upon him and why compensation be not awarded to the Complainant for the delay in providing information and detriment suffered.
