Neither the appellant nor the respondent is present.

In this case, the application for information was made by the appellant on 11-11-2006.  The information required pertains to details of the trees which had been cut in Mohali Division and muster rolls of the employees engaged either directly or through contractors in Mohali Division.  Since no response was received by the appellant, he made an appeal to the Managing Director, Punjab State Forest Development Corporation, Chandigarh, on 2-1-2007, to which also he did not receive any response and, therefore, a second appeal was made by the appellant before this Commission on 5-2-2007.  This appeal was fixed for hearing on 30-3-2007 for which a notice was duly issued to the PIO, O/o the Divisional Manager, Punjab State Forest Development Corporation, Mohali, but nobody appeared on his behalf on that date, nor was the required information in the meanwhile  provided to the appellant.  The above circumstances were sufficient for the Court to conclude that the information in this case is not being provided to the appellant without any reasonable cause.  A notice was therefore issued to the respondent by the Court on 30-3-2007 to show cause personally at 10 AM on 10-5-2007, i.e. today, as to why the penalty of Rs. 250/- per day, for every day that the information has not been provided to the appellant in response to his application dated 11-11-2006, after a lapse of 30 days from the date of receipt of the application, should not be imposed upon him u/s 20 of the RTI Act,2005.  This notice was sent by Registered Post, the receipt for which is duly appended in the records of this case.

In the hearing today, the PIO, o/o the Divisional Manager, Punjab Forest Development Corporation, Mohali, to whom the notice had been issued, has again neither appeared nor sent any reply to the Show Cause Notice.

In the above circumstances, this is a fit case for the imposition  of the prescribed penalty.  The application in this case was made on 11-11-2006 and sent to the PIO by post.  Allowing four days for delivery, the delay in this case may be taken to have occurred from 16-12-2006 ( i.e. after a lapse of 30 days from 15-11-2006). A delay, therefore, of a total of 145 days has occurred in this case so far. Since, however, maximum penalty which can be imposed under the RTI Act is limited to Rs. 25000/-, we hereby impose a penalty of Rs. 25000/- for the delay of the first 100 days on Shri Tajinder Singh, PFS, Divisional Manager –cum- PIO, Punjab Forest Development Corporation Ltd., Mohali.

Shri Tajinder Singh, PFS, Divisional Manger-cum-PIO, Punjab State Forest Development Corporation, SCF 59, Phase X, Mohali, is directed to deposit the total amount of penalty of Rs. 25,000/- in the State Treasury within 10 days of the date of receipt of these orders.  In case he fails to do this, the Managing Director, Punjab State Forest Development Corporation, Sector 34, Chandigarh, is hereby directed to ensure that the amount of penalty is recovered from the pay of Shri Tajinder Singh, Divisional Manager-cum-PIO, Punjab Forest Development Corporation, Mohali, and deposited in the State Treasury.  The pay of Shri Tajinder Singh will henceforth not be disbursed to him till such time as the penalty being imposed has been recovered from him.


In addition to the above, in exercise of the powers conferred upon us under section 20(2) of the RTI Act, 2005, we hereby recommend to the concerned disciplinary authority that disciplinary action should be taken against Shri Tajinder Singh, under the service rules applicable to him for having denied the information to the complainant without reasonable cause.

It shall be incumbent upon the Managing Director, Punjab State Forest Development Corporation, Sector 34, Chandigarh to inform this Court that the orders being passed today have been implemented in letter and spirit before the next date of hearing.
