The Complainant Shri Satya Parkash Joshi, Electrician Graide-1 states that he demanded copy of the circular or notification under which the Safety Code test is mandatory to pass for benefit of 23 years increment.  He further states that he approached the office of Chief  Engineer/Thermal Plant, PSEB, Ropar for depositing the fee but could not get it deposited and nobody in the Thermal Plant is aware of the RTI Act.  He states that he applied for information on 06-01-2006 and could  deposit the fee on 7-12-2006 in the office of Accounts Officer, GGSSTP, Ropar nearly after one year.



The Complainant demands that suitable penalty should be imposed on the Respondent for failing to supply the information in time.  He further demands that he may be compensated for the detriment caused to him in making infructuous visits to the office of  Chief Engineer and to Commission office at Chandigarh to peruse the case.  I direct that the Respondent  should submit an affidavit before the next date of hearing explaining why the plea of the Complainant be not accepted.



The Respondent states that the information demanded by the Complainant is available with her today and she is ready to deliver the information.

Shri Har Avtar Singh, Superintending Engineer, Appellate Authority states that the Complainant was informed vide my office letter No. 10813 dated 26-10-2006 that office order was issued declaring the APIOs and PIOs dated 27-2-2006
 and, the copy of the same was sent to the Complainant.

The plea of the Appellate Authority is accepted that the information demanded by the Complainant is to be given by the PIOs of respective Divisions falls under their jurisdiction.  He further states that his application for demand of information is not clear which is reproduced below:-

“Information Sought:

1. Allotment letters of works of water supply & Sewerage under MDF     allotted  till date for town Khanna, Doraha, Machhiwara, Payal, Samrala, Sahnewal, Morinda, Kharar, Mullanpur, Jagraon.

2. Allotment letters of all works under Sewerage  Scheme HUDCO Ludhiana till date. “
           From the perusal of the demand it is not clear that the allotment letters of works from which date he has demanded.  The Complainant should specify the period from which date he wants the information and the name of the particular works. In second para he has demanded information of all works under Sewerage Scheme HUDCO, Ludhiana till date.  In this demand also the complainant is directed to specify the period from which he wants the information.


The P.I.Os – Respondent Srh K.C. Gupta, Executive Engineer Division No.1, Shri M.S. Sikkanad, Executive Engineer, Division No.2, and Shri Daljit Singh, Executive Engineer, Division No. 3 of Punjab Water Supply & Sewerage Board, Ludhian states that the request for information by the
Complainant is not specific under the RTI Act.  The Respondent  states that some information was delivered to the complainant.  The Respondent further states that they would like to claim exemption under Section-8(h) of RTI Act, since the matter is under investigation with the Vigilance Bureau.  Section 8 (h) allows exemption in respect of “information which would impede the process of investigation or apprehension or prosecution of offenders.”


Before the next date of hearing the P.I.Os – Respondents Shri K.C. Gupta, Executive Engineer Division No.1, Shri M.S. Sikkand, Executive Engineer, Division No.2, and Shri Daljit Singh, Executive Engineer, Division No. 3 of Punjab Water Supply & Sewerage Board, Ludhiana are required to submit an affidavit explaining the reasons for delaying and evading in supplying information.  After examining their affidavit I would take a view whether exemption sought is to be allowed.



The Complainant has not attended the today’s proceedings.  So he is directed to attend the next proceedings so that the decision is taken on the next date of hearing.
