There is no doubt that the complainant had made a request  to the Deputy Commissioner, Rup Nagar for  allotment of a title for taking out  a Newspaper in the year 2000 and the same was allotted to him  in the year 2003. This is improper on the part of respondent-department. The  BDPO, Majri Shri Ravinder Singh will , therefore, refund Rs.30/- to the complainant.

Complainant further  points out that as per information supplied to him, the Deputy Director Land Development  had recorded a note dated 20.4.2006 recommending action against the officials of the  Revenue Department, Consolidation Department, Panchayats, buyers and sellers for forging the documents and selling Shamlat Land.   It is not known to him till today  as to what action  has been taken by the  aforesaid departments  against those officials.

3.

Shri Bhinder Singh who had appeared on behalf of the respondent-department states that he was instructed  only this morning to appear before the Commission and  as such  is not fully conversant with the facts of the case.  Smt. Satya Devi, Senior Assistant who also appeared for the respondent-department stated that BDPO Majri is dealing with this case. Previous BDPO, Majri Shri D.K. Saldi has relinquished the charge and in his place new BDPO, Majri Shri Ravinder Singh has joined on 18.5.2007.  He  is looking into the whole matter and action will be taken by him in due course.

4.

This is sorry state of affairs  of the whole case.  After the note of DDLD dated 20.4.2006 referred above, no action seems to have been taken.  Sending  of a letter to the complainant without affixing necessary postage stamps has caused mental harassment to him. Besides, BDPO Majri, PIO Shri Bahadur Singh Deputy Director is directed to appear on the next date of hearing and before that, within two weeks’ time,  full information as demanded by the complainant about village Kansala and Hoshiarpur should be supplied to him.  It should also be intimated whether the file kept pending after 20.4.2006, when DDLD had recommended action against the erring officials.  It should also be stated whether about village Kansala a case has been lodged with SSP SAS Nagar (Mohali) for registering a case.  Accordingly FIR NO.13 dated 2.2.2007 was registered in the Police Station, Kurali, District SAS Nagar (Mohali).  Without going into the detail of investigation, BDPO Majri will ascertain if the investigation has been finalized or still under investigation.
