ORDER



Heard. The complainant states that copies of the rules provided to him are not legible and further seeks that legible copy be provided to him.  It is admitted by the respondent-department that during the last year 254 ledger bank accounts were being operated in the Irrigation Department alone. It is further stated that after the issuance of letter dated 12.7.2006 by the Principal Secretary to Govt. of Punjab, Department of Irrigation, 241 accounts were closed and only 13 accounts are being operated.  Out of these 13 accounts in 11 accounts, the Finance Department has granted permission for operating deposit accounts.  Deposit accounts are different from Personal Ledger Accounts.  Since in Deposit Accounts, money remains in the Treasury, a   cheque book is provided  to  the  concerned  officer  who  issues  the  cheques  which   are 
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encashed   only after approval of the Treasury. The Personal Ledger Bank Account is mere like a Personal Account for which cheques are issued by the concerned officer and no Government Treasury or any other authority has control over it.  It is also submitted that two bank accounts are being operated as per the orders of Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur but at the same time conceded that the Deputy Commissioner has no authority for issuing such orders.  It is further pleaded that in respect of these two accounts, information has been received only today.  The Government had not been informed about the orders which had been passed by the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur and that it will be done now.



Shri NIrbhai Singh, PCS, Joint Secretary to Government of Irrigation Department has provided details in respect of 254 accounts and the  balance  lying therein.  The balance amount is stated to be deposited after the accounts were closed. The complainant sought for some time to study the same. 



In his original complaint, the complainant also wanted to know about the balance in the 254 accounts as on 31.3.2004, 31.3.2005 and 31.3.2006. He wanted that he be provided with a statement duly certified by the bank manager. 



  As agreed by both the parties, the next date of hearing is fixed for 19.1. 2007.  On that date, Shri Nirbhai Singh appearing on behalf of the respondent-department will also inform about what action has been taken by the Government against the guilty persons who violated the instructions issued by the Principal Secretary to Govt. of Punjab, Department of Irrigation dated 12.7.2006.
