Heard.

In this case, information has been asked from the District Health Officer,Gurdaspur, pertaining to allocation of funds and its utilisation against the Projects specifically assigned to the Distt. Health Officer, for implementation of programmes, such as  Aids control,  Malaria control, Pulse Polio  etc. as has been recorded in the orders of this Court dated 15-6-2007.  Since the information which has been supplied by the Distt. Health Officer to the appellant was not the correct information, the PIO-cum-Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur, had been directed in the afore mentioned orders:-
i) To personally ensure that the information asked for in this case  is delivered to the appellant within 10 days of the date of receipt of these orders.  It had been clearly mentioned that in case it is not done, the PIO will render himself  liable to be proceeded against for the imposition of penalty prescribed u/s 20 of the RTI Act, 2005.

Both the directions of this Court described in the fore going paragraph have totally been ignored by the PIO,office of the Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur.  Since the information has not been supplied to the appellant and neither the PIO nor the concerned APIO has attended to hearing today, I conclude from the afore mentioned circumstances that the correct information is not being supplied to the appellant in this case by the respondent malafidely, and without reasonable cause.  Therefore, the following directions are issued:-
