Brief facts of the case are that the appellant Ms.Kanchan Bala in the above said appeal case 

i.e. AC: 5383 of 2023 demanded information of his husband i.e. Sh. Vivek Kumar.  

2. The respondent Dr.Preetinder Kaur, MO today states that the information sought by the 

appellant cannot be provided as the same is third-party information and the so-called third-party in 

this case, ie. Sh Vivek Kumar, has given in writing that his personal information shall not be 

disclosed to the appellant as they are having a matrimonial dispute and already cases are pending 

in various Courts. The respondent has also filed his reply, which is taken on record. 

3. Sh Jatinder Kumar, representative for the appellant states that the information sought, 

cannot be denied as the appellant has a legitimate right in knowing Sh Vivek Kumar’s income 

details in order to get an appropriate relief in the undergoing maintenance case.  

4. After hearing both the parties and going through the RTI of the appellant, it is ascertained 

that the appellant has sought information regarding the income and other related details  of Sh 

Vivek Kumar, which is clearly “personal information” and as such, is exempted from disclosure 

under Section 8(1)(j) of the Right to Information Act, 2005. Moreover, Sh Vivek Kumar- the so 

called third party has also denied to provide his information, in writing to the respondent. The 

appellant may take note  
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That Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in SLP no. 27734 of 2012 titled Girish Ramchandra 

DeshpandeVs Cen. Information Commr. &Ors and another in its order on 03.10.2012 has held as 

under:-   

(13.    We are in agreement with the CIC and the courts below that the details called for by the 
petitioner i.e. copies of all memos issued to the third respondent, show cause notices and 
orders of censure/punishment etc. are qualified to be personal information as defined in clause 
(j) of Section 8(1) of the RTI Act. The performance of an employee/officer in an organization is 
primarily a matter between the employee and the employer and normally those aspects are 
governed by the service rules which fall under the expression “personal information”, the 
disclosure of which has no relationship to any public activity or public interest. On the other 
hand, the disclosure of which would cause unwarranted invasion of privacy of that individual. 
Of course, in a given case, if the Central Public Information Officer or the State Public 
Information Officer of the Appellate Authority is satisfied that the  larger public interest 
justifies the disclosure of such information, appropriate orders could be passed but the 
petitioner cannot claim those details as a matter of right). 
 

5. Further, the Bench also relied upon the judgment of Hon’ble High Court of Delhi at New 

Delhi in W.P.(C) 8481/2021 & CM Appl. 26235/2021, titled Kapil Agarwal Vs CPIO Income Tax 

Officer Morabad & Anr. Vide its decision dated 28.04.2026 wherein it has been specifically held that 

:- 

“The contention of Respondent No. 2 that the disclosure of the petitioner’s income details 
under the RTI Act is necessary for the proper adjudication of her maintenance claim, cannot be 
accepted. As per judgment of the Supreme Court in Rajnesh vs. Neha & Anr.2, both the parties 
in a maintenance claim are required to file affidavits of their income, assets, and liabilities, in 
order to enable proper adjudication of such claim.  
 

The relevant paragraph is extracted hereunder:   
“(iv) The party claiming maintenance either as a spouse, or as a partner in a civil 
union, live-in relationship, common law marriage, should be required to file a concise 
application for interim maintenance with limited pleadings, alongwith an Affidavit of 
Disclosure of Assets and Liabilities before the concerned court, as a mandatory 
requirement.    
(v) On the basis of the pleadings filed by both parties and the Affidavits of Disclosure, 
the Court would be in a position to make an objective assessment of the approximate 
amount to be awarded towards maintenance at the interim stage.”  

6. Coming specifically to the entitlement of the appellants to obtain copies of the documents 

under the RTI Act, we find that given the nature of these documents, the information sought by the  
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appellant is clearly of a personal nature and pertains to third party. The information would fall 

within the exemption for discloser granted by Section 8(1) (j) of the Act. 

Section 8(1)(j) reads: - 

“Information which relates to personal information the disclosure of which has no relationship 
to any public activity or interest or which would cause unwarranted invasion of the privacy of 
the individual unless the CPIO and the SPIO or the Appellate authority, as the case may be, is 
satisfied that the larger public interest justifies the discloser of such information” 

The expression, “which would cause unwarranted invasion of the privacy of the individual” 

in the above Section makes it clear that personal information contemplated in this Section need not 

be personal to the information seeker; it would cover personal information pertaining to other 

persons or a third party. Hence on the basis of above, it is clear that the information seeker seeks 

third party information , which cannot be provided to herm as per above said law/directions of the 

Hon’ble Supreme Court/ High Court of India. Therefore the present appeal filed by the applicant 

stands disposed of and closed. Copy of the order be sent to the parties.
