ORDER                  

  This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 10.12.2025, 

thereafter the case was fixed for hearing number of times but not heard due to administrative 

reasons. Accordingly, a notice of hearing was issues to the parties for hearing for today i.e. 

07.05.2026. 

2.  The appellant submits that the directions may be issued to the respondent-Public 

Information Officer to supply the complete information. However, the respondent Public 

Information Officer is absent. However the response has already been received from the 

respondent Public Information Officer-cum-SHO, City Kharar, Mohali that ASI Bhag Singh 

771/SAS has not handed over the record related to the complaint action taken of which has 

been sought by the appellant. He has also brought on record that the Senior Officer has 

already been apprised to initiated departmental enquiry vide No. 117/5A/Police Station 

Kharar/dated 19.1.2026. The report submitted by the SHO-cum-Public Information Officer,  
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Police Station Kharar is as follows:- 
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3.   It is also a fact that two other cases i.e. Appeal Case No.  992 of 2024 and Appeal 

Case No.  991 of 2024 of Sh. Murari Lal Sharma vs S.S.P. SAS Nagar of the Police Station 

Kharar listed for hearing today i.e. 7.5.2026 in which the respondent also mentioned that Sh. 

Lakhwinder Singh and Sh. Bhag Singh has not handed over the charge of the complaints, 

action taken of which has been sought by the appellant Sh. Murari Lal Sharma. The relevant 

portion of the said order passed by the Commission on 11.11.2025 is as follows:- 

“At the outset, the respondent requested for an adjournment in this case, as Sh. 

Bhag Singh and Shri Lakhwinder Singh has not handed over the record concerning 

the sought information. Since the officials have not handed over the record even after 

transfer, a copy of this order is being sent to the Senior Superintendent of Police, 

Mohali to look into this matter and take appropriate action as per the procedure 

established by law to enable the respondent to supply the information in this case.” 

4. Today, i.e. 7.5.2026, the respondent is absent and requested for an adjournment as 

they are busy in law and order duty and unable to remain present in this case. The relevant 

portion of the request made by the respondent Public Information Officer-cum-SHO is as 

follows:- 
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5. Also, in another case i.e. Appeal Case No. 987 of 2024 Ms Parneet Kaur w/o 

Harwinder Singh, the fact brought to the notice by the S.H.O., Police Station, Sohana, 

Mohali came to light that the officers/officials have not handed over the record even after 

their transfer, the relevant portion of the said reply is as follows:- 

 

6. From the above, it is evident that the respondent police officials are not 

handing/taking over the record related to the complaints etc. even after transfer for many 

years. Since, the mandate of the RTI Act, 2005 is transparency and accountability in the 

functioning of every public authority and to curb corruption. Non handing over the record 

after transfer is a serious violation of established office procedures, constituting a 

supervisory lapse, misconduct, serious breach of duty. Such negligence often results in the 

loss of important and sensitive files which has grave implications for government work. 

Therefore, A copy of this order is being sent to the Director, General of Police, Punjab to 

issue necessary instructions to all Police Officials/Officers of the Punjab to hand/take over  
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the charge immediately on the date  of transfer and/or within stipulated period. So far as non 

handing over the record by the officials/officers, mentioned above, a disciplinary action is 

recommended against them and an action taken in this regard be submitted before the next 

date of hearing.
