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ORDER 
 

This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 18.12.2024 

vide which the case was reserved to be pronounced. 

2.  The appellant sought the following information:- 
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3. The appellant filed the RTI application to the respondent public authority on 

23.6.2022 and due to non-satisfaction the appellant filed the first appeal before the First 

Appellate Authority. Feeling aggrieved, the appellant filed the 2nd appeal before the 

Commission. Accordingly, the case was listed for hearing and adjourned number of 

times to take the matter to its logical end. Lastly, the case was heard on 18.12.2024, i.e. 

the date of which the case was reserved to be pronounced, the relevant portion of the 

said portion is reproduced below:- 

“2. The appellant submits that he has received the partial information and 
requested to supply the complete information. 
3.  Accordingly, the appellant is directed to send/file the submissions in an 
annotated form i.e. request for information, response of the respondent and the 
submissions of the appellant within thrity days from the issue of this order. Also, 
the respondent Public Information Officer is directed to file counter submissions, 
if any, within sixty days from the date of issue of this order.” 
 

4. An ample opportunity has been given to the appellant to point out the deficiency, 

if any, but no submissions have been received from the appellant which appears that he 

has nothing to say in this case and/or does not intend to pursue the case and/or 

satisfied with the information so supplied by the respondent. 

5. Keeping in view the above, the Commission is of the view that no further action is 

required to be taken in this case. Hence, the case is disposed of and closed.
