3.  The PIO on receipt of the RTI application responded to the RTI application and 

informed that the complaint of the complainant number 4143/Peshi/2023 has already been 

forwarded to the Police Station Civil Lines on 28.06.2023.

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4.  With regard to the complaint no. 1839/Peshi/2023 the respondent submits that 

the said complaint was filed to the S.S.P. and the said office sent the complaint to the D. S. P. 

City Patiala for enquiry and  the said enquiry report bearing no. 103/CSP city Patiala dated 

12.04.2023 was returned to the S.S.P., Patiala. The relevant portion of the reply filed by the 

respondent is reproduced below :
